Criteria for Selection

1. leadership
2. scholarship

3. responsible citizenship
In addition to these criteria, the scholarship committee is interested in the applicant’s educational and career plans, life philosophy, volunteerism, motivation and determination.  

Eligibility
1. Must be a high school senior who will graduate before June 30, of the current school year.
2. Must be qualified, upon graduation, to enroll at an accredited four-year college or university in Texas.

Must be a citizen of the United States.

Must have a minimum Grade Point Average of 3.0.
5. Must exemplify achievement, leadership, and potential for college and career. 

Application Procedures

2. Provide official high school transcript(s) and copy of SAT/ACT Test Results. Test Results may be on transcript or a copy of your scores sent to you from the test center. Transcript(s) should show final grades for all courses taken from 9th grade to most recently completed semester in high school. Official transcripts must b mailed from the registrar’s office to us. Unofficial transcrips are not acceptable.
3. Provide two letters of recommendation:  one recommendation from an academic personnel and one from a nonacademic personnel.

4. Submit a typed narrative supporting your life goals and experiences.  See application instructions.
